Idrtr snc`x fhudr tr sgd hl`fd ne ` 
merchant who knows he has discovered a great treasure. In fact, its value is so tremendous that the man is willing to sell 
EVERYTHING else in order to possess it. Why? Because he knows it will all be worth it. He knows that the pearl will bring 
him more reward than anything else he has ever owned, more even than all his possessions combined. 

This Gospel story is meant to help us understand the unfathomable value of the kingdom of heaven. Nothing else can 
compare to it. No material item, no honor or success, can compete with this pearl of great price. Everything we have, short of 
this, is FINITE: limited, temporary, and ultimately fleeting. Eternal happiness, on the other hand, is INfinite. It never ends. 
This is the deep contentment, the satisfaction, the peace, and happiness that we crave, the kind that doesn't disappoint. 

Like the merchant in the parable, we too should understand the value of this discovery. As Christians, we have "found" the 
treasure beyond all other treasures! Life in Christ, both now and in heaven, is truly the pearl of great price. The only 
question is whether we are willing to "sell" all that we have to obtain it. In other words, are we willing to release the other 
things that claim hold on us? Are we ready to put Christ first in our lives? All of us need to take pause from time to time and 
examine our attachments and priorities. Money, pleasure, success, or comfort can often seem so important to us that we 
falsely begin to imagine these things will bring the happiness we so desire. But the message is loud and clear today: the 
kingdom of heaven is the true treasure we long for.

Time and again, one after 
another, these things come up empty and we find ourselves with 
the same unfulfilled longing gnawing at us deep within. It is 
only the kingdom of God that can satisfy our desire and that 
ache. We are made and hardwired for this. When we discover 
it, we know that we have found something very special--a pearl 
of great price. Then, everything comes together and is put in 
proper order: our relationship with God, others, ourselves, and 
even the universe in which we live.

In the second parable, Jesus proposes that the kingdom of heaven is like a 
pearl of great worth for which one will sell everything else to possess. Jesus wants us to understand 
that seeking, working, and praying for the Kingdom of God is the heart of the Good News. We 
should do everything we can to find God and what he wants for us. 
Question of the Week:  Do I value God's love and God's will above any earthly treasure?

Do you know a summer saint?  Meet Saint Ignatius Loyola  -  Feast Day: July 31 
Ignatius Loyola was born in Guipúzcoa, in northern Spain. As a boy, he dreamed of becoming a famous soldier. While 
fighting in the Spanish army, he was badly wounded. During his long, painful recovery he read about the life of Jesus 
Christ and lives of the saints, which inspired him to change his goals in life. He did not want to fight in the army anymore. 
He wanted to dedicate his life to Jesus. He devoted long hours to prayer and to caring for the sick. He wrote a book called 
The Spiritual Exercises to help people become more like Christ.  
Ignatius decided to study for the priesthood. His life of prayer and simplicity influenced several of his fellow students. After 
they were ordained priests, they all made a special vow of obedience to the pope. They called themselves the Society of 
Jesus, received formal recognition as a religious order from Pope Paul III, and soon became known as the Jesuits. 

What this saint means to us 
Ignatius Loyola is sometimes referred to as a "soldier for Christ." He worked to strengthen the Kingdom of God on earth by 
trying to be like Christ in everything he did. He and the order he started were able to accomplish great things by focusing on 
this simple goal. (Sadlier Press)
